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Text types as writing outcomes
Report
Objectives 

Speaking

Explain process ensuring that items are clearly sequenced, relevant details are included and accounts are ended effectively.

Group discussion

Use the language of possibility to investigate and reflect on feelings, behaviour and relationships.

Drama

Present events and characters through dialogue to engage the interest of an audience.

Use some drama strategies to explore stories or issues.
Identify and discuss qualities of others performances including gesture, action and costume.

Word structure

Prefixes: mis-, un-, dis-.

Understanding texts

Identify and make notes of the main points of sections of text.

Infer characters feelings in fiction and consequences in logical explanations.

 Select and use a range of technical and descriptive vocabulary.

Unit Overview

Phase 1

Watch and re-watch film of Barclay Card Advertisement.  List key events in order with pictures as watching video.  Brainstorm words onto still pictures from sequence.  Create sentences using adjectives and time and causal connectives to construct sentences in sentence level games!  Write a sentence under each picture using connectives (powerpoint + sentence when in notation function).  Draw house (in an art package on the computer?!!) at the end of the advertisement and add a caption.  

Phase 2

Discuss the performance on screen considering actions and effects for the character.  Devise questions to ask the main character – hot seating.  Reinforce prefix work – choose mis- and un- words and display.  Enact different scenes and freeze frame; question about feelings using technical vocabulary from earlier.  Create a report on the action on screen for their scenes and record and use as a voice over (moviemaker) i.e. television newsreader.  In pairs one be reporter and one the man.  Question and answer on the collapsed house.  Record in books using conventions of speech punctuation.

Phase 3

Look at an example of a newspaper report.  Discuss features of newspaper reports to create success criteria for writing.  Use sequencing pictures from earlier.  Children write their own report of The Advertisement, organising writing into paragraphs.  Create in report in publisher to make columns etc.  Copy in picture of collapsed house.
