Y2 Narrative Unit 2 Traditional Stories

This is a unit of work based on ‘Little Wolf’ from ‘Starting Stories’ Short films for three to seven year olds – Bfi Education – ISBN1-903786-14-2
Cross-curricular links with science, art, music, ICT
Phase 1 (Reading, capturing ideas, immersion in text type) 5 days
Following on from traditional stories including ‘wolf’ characters, watch the film up to the end of the first rescue attempt (3.46 mins)

Discuss setting, including reference to aspects of the film – animation, colour, sound.

Discuss characters – how they are the same / different from other stories.

Look at Little Wolf   - questions about what he is thinking and feeling, how he ended up on the moon.
Look at the character of the Sheep and compare with traditional views of good / bad characters.
Investigation of the problem in the story – how can the problem be solved? Will it be a happy or sad ending?

Explore with group discussion / drama activities.

Finally watch the rest of the film and discuss the ending.

Learning outcomes:

Express ideas about settings and characters using evidence from the film, linking with previous knowledge of traditional tales.

Understand the structure of a traditional story.

Predict story outcomes.

Use adjectives to describe setting and character.
Phase 2 (Planning, writing and re-drafting)  10 days
Watch the film again with a view to creating an 8 picture story-board.
Watch each of the 8 sections and pause film for children draw own versions of each part of the story.

Annotate pictures with key words.

With whole story board completed, introduce time connectives and add to the story-board.

Reinforce sequence of events with drama activities (possibly repeat for a version with a different ending).
Modelled – Shared – Guided – Independent writing of story

Extension - Introduce paragraphs for each picture from the story-board

Learning outcomes:

Children write a simple traditional story using connectives and adjectives (also paragraphs) which may include a different ending.
Phase 3 (Multi-media presentation)
Groups of children prepare to re-tell the story aurally, providing a voice-over for the film.

Own art work may be added for stories with an alternative ending.
Add sound effects, music etc for a final performance.

 Learning outcomes:

Use own writing, ict, film, music and art work to present a traditional story.
